Circulation Notices

How to include the home library

In order to include the home library on circ notices, you need to modify the Circnotes.mdb database that the Reporter client uses.  You need to link it to the voyager database and modify the report to include the home library field.

1. Follow the instructions in the Voyager Reporter manual, Procedure 1-5 through Procedure 1-8.  In the V6.1 manual, the section is found under Getting Started ( Setting up the Prepackaged Access Reports, p1-17 through 1-61.  Do not do Procedure 1-9 Configuring the database links in Access 

2. Instead of doing Procedure 1-9 Configuring the database links in Access, follow these steps:

a. Open the file C:\Voyager\Reporter\Crcnotes.mdb

b. File ( Get External Data ( Link Tables…

c. Choose Files of type: OCBC Databases()
d. Under the Machine Data Source tab, choose your voyager data source and press OK
e. Enter your password and press OK
f. Determine your database name.  At Eau Claire, for example, it is CLAIREDB.  This document will refer to it as DBNAME.
g. Choose the following three tables: (Press CTRL while clicking to choose all 3 at the same time)

i. DBNAME.Patron

ii. DBNAME.Patron_Address

iii. DBNAME.Voyager_Databases

h. Press OK.  If you get an error message, press OK and ignore it.

i. You should now have three linked tables in the database that weren’t there before:

i. DBNAME_PATRON

ii. DBNAME_PATRON_ADDRESS

iii. DBNAME_VOYAGER_DATABASES

j. Rename each one of these three tables: Remove the DBNAME_ prefix so the tables are named like this instead:

i. PATRON

ii. PATRON_ADDRESS

iii. VOYAGER_DATABASES

3. Import the PatDB2 module from the CircNotesModule.mdb file

a. File ( Get External Data ( Import… 
b. Choose the file CircNotesModule.mdb that came with this document

c. Select Modules tab

d. select PatDB2
e. press OK
4. Update the report to include the Home library field
a. Open the report you want to modify (i.e. F_F_Notice) in design view.
b. Show the toolbox: View ( Toolbox
c. Use the Text Box tool from the toolbox to lay out the Home Library field where you want it on the report.

d. In the newly created text box, type the following text: =GetPatLocation([Patron])
e. When you right click on the text box and do properties and look at the Data tab, you should see =GetPatLocation([Patron]) in the Control Source box

5. Test to make sure the new report works
